World History Syllabus

Welcome to World History. This course will begin with a look at world religions and the rise of democratic ideas and end with modern world issues. Along the way, we will explore topics such as Ancient Greece and Rome, the Atlantic Revolutions, the Industrial Revolution, Imperialism, WWI, the Holocaust, WWII, the Cold War, and the Modern Age. 

The World History course is a valuable opportunity for you to become exposed to a variety of events, ideas, people, and places that will broaden your knowledge, allow you to better appreciate history and our contemporary society, and help you become more socially literate and aware.
Materials:

1. A spiral notebook is required.  Due Wednesday, August 21 (This is your first assignment= 10 points)
2. Glue sticks
3. Highlighter 

4. Pens, pencils, colored pencils
Grading:  

1. Notebooks and Projects:  25%- 
SPIRAL NOTEBOOK
-all classwork/homework will be in the spiral notebook

-each unit will be separated based on the standard being taught/learned

-at the end of the unit you will turn in your notebook for a notebook grade


*points will be taken away for disorganized notebooks:  no labeling, pages not glued, etc

-organized notebooks with classwork/homework completed will be given an A+ 

2. Assignments and Homework 25%-   Daily individual and group activities, homework, worksheets, and notes will be assigned. 
Spiral Notebook

-All assignments must be kept in your spiral notebook. 

- The notebook will be divided into units based on the topic being studied.
-Each unit will begin with a title page. 
-Each assignment will be assigned a prompt number. 
- Late assignments will only be accepted after one day and will receive only half credit. 

-DO NOT be tempted to copy or cheat in any way, as it will result in you and the person who allows you to copy to receive 0’s for the assignment. 
-The notebook will be graded for organization at the end of each unit.

3. Tests, Quizzes, and Projects 50% - There will be tests on readings, lectures, class work. Items that also may be used as assessments of what you have learned are essays, projects, book reports, and other activities. 
· Every Friday there will be a quiz based on lectures and assignments for that week. 

· Intense research has confirmed that studying has a very positive effect on test grades!

Current Events
Every few weeks a current event will be due on a topic related to a current event in the world.  The event has to have some global or significance.  A new leader or a revolution in a country would qualify.  A story from the press enterprise about a lost puppy would not.  Current events may be typed or handwritten and must be at least one page long.  A separate paper with instruction and examples of current events will be distributed in the coming weeks.

  Absences and Tardies
You are responsible for all missed assignments caused by any absence. When returning to class check with a friend and see what was missed. Copy their lecture notes, this is extremely important. Check with me about parts that you don’t understand. 
Make-Up Tests

Make up tests and quizzes need to be completed within 2 days upon return. Students will be responsible for scheduling a time with the teacher, usually either before or after school.  During another class period is also acceptable with teacher permission.
Helpful Hints
- 10x10:  No one leaves class first 10 minutes and last 10 minutes of class.

-DO try hard. DO ask questions. DO let us help.

- DO speak with respect. DON’T put down others or swear in the classroom.

- DO keep your cell phones and i-pods/mp3 players turned off and in your backpacks. Otherwise, they will be confiscated. Second and subsequent times cell phone will have to picked up by parent/guardian.
